Player Code of Conduct

A fighting major will result in a team imposed suspension from the next two games.  

5. 
PWHC rules clearly state that no alcohol or drug use is allowed by PWHC players.  This means no alcohol while on a PWHC trip even if you are of legal age in Canada.  Violation of this rule on this trip will result in your immediate removal from the team for the rest of the season and for those traveling without parents -- departure on the next plane home.
In the unlikely event that there is a violation of the alcohol or drug policy, the entire team will be confined to the hotel for the balance of the trip.

Violation of curfew will result in suspension for the 1st period of the next scheduled game.

You must comply with dress code requirements in order to participate in events.

We will have a team room with sodas, snacks etc.  While you should feel free to use the hotel’s facilities, use the team room as your base when you want to just “hang out”.
